1. Registration and Fee

Tuition and fee are due by the second week of each semester. A $5 late fee will be charged for every week that tuition is past the due date.  

Registration fee 

· Registration fee is $30 for new student and $10 for returning student.  
· Registration fee will be waived for any student who registered by August 28. If you qualify for this waiver, but have already sent your fee, that fee will be credited to your tuition fee. 
Tuition fee the semester
· $180 for Chinese class

· $90 for Optional class 
· $80 for adult music/singing class
· $70 for adult taiji class

Tax book & materials fee 

· $65 for Maliping text book, any level 
· $25 for Standard Chinese, any level

Please be noted, for all text books, once opened, can not be returned. 

2. Yucai 2009-1010 School Year Student Enrollment Agreement 

All parents /guardians are required to sign a “Student Enrollment Agreement”. The document is can be downloaded at http://www.yucaimn.org/school/Yucai-Reg-Form.pdf.  The agreement covers the facility rules, safety rules, code of conducts. Please review and discuss these with your student. The agreement also has a section on tuition & fee and medical treatment permission.  
3. Parking, building entrance, and classroom assignments 
Classroom assignments will be posted by Yucai desk/registration area, and will be available at school web. All parents and students should enter and exit building via Central Middle School main entrance. This is the only supervised door during the weekend. Never popping open any unsupervised doors!  
Please park your car in the parking lot. No parking right in front of the building as they are the bus lines. Violated vehicle will be towed at owner’s expenses. 
4. Call for parent volunteers to help out the 1st day of school. 

Volunteers are needed to help on 1st day of school.  We need help in registration, parking patrol, hallway patrol, classroom navigating.
